A UNIQUE LIFE AT SAUSALITO PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH

Martha Bigall was born in San Francisco on October 17,
1923. While still a young girl, her parents, Henry Bigall
and Anna Lutgens, brought Martha to the First
Presbyterian Church of Sausalito (later re-named to
what we call it today). It was at an SPC youth group that
she met a boy who was born in Berkeley, Walter
Thomson, who would become the love of her life.

It was at SPC that they stole their first kiss (on the small porch in the back), that Walter
proposed to Martha (at a reception), that they were married, baptized their children, and
were eventually laid to rest. Walter passed away on June 25, 2003, after 61 years of
marriage.



Walter served the congregation as the Clerk of Session and Martha served as the
Moderator of the Synod. Martha was also a past-president of the Sausalito Woman's Club
and a renowned parliamentarian. In a long era of declining church involvement, Martha
and Walter Thomson's lives were notable by their remarkable commitment to this
community and to the Church universal.

Their dedication and service to SPC was so significant, the session opted to rename the
John Calvin Fellowship Hall, THOMSON HALL.

Martha leaves behind three children: Walter "Carl" Thomson, Jr. (Carolyn) of Yelm, WA,
James H. Thomson (Ellen) of St. George, UT; Martha Ann Milliken (Scott) of Burlingame.
She was predeceased by another adult child, Paul (Diane) of Novato. She had numerous
grandchildren, great-grand children and even great-great-randchildren.
